✓ Take a walk through your town and record the location and
number of rodenticide boxes being used. Check at town halls,
schools, parks, business campuses, cemeteries, and more.

✓ Contact those property managers to learn what methods are
being used to control rodents. Share information with these
property managers about alternatives to harmful rodenticides

✓ Connect with elected officials on a local, county and state
level with a phone call, email or letter, or in person at a town
board or council meeting and speak out about the dangers
of harmful rodenticides and the availability of alternatives.
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
